– a history of the very human con- 
dition itself. Weather viewed through  
the topic of energy, information, 
productivity, machines, or social 
development, today most of the world is 

accommodating a “technically civilized 
life” to some extent.“It is the moral, 
economic, and political choices we make, 
not the machines we use”, Lewis Mumford 
argues, “that have produced a capitalist 
industrialized machine-oriented economy, 
whose imperfect fruits serve the majority 
so imperfectly.”
